Final steps finishing off the roof.

18a. Using the felt strips provided cover the edges of the roofs
and ends of the roof felt. You will need to measure these to fit
to your requirements and create the perfect roof finish as
shown below.

18b. Drill in the felt strips as shown on front and back of the
shed to finish the roof off. Use the framework of the roof blocks
to screw the felt strips down to. The felt strips will give your
shed a neat finish for the roof and hide any overhang areas of
the roof felt.

18c. Felt Strips must be same height as roofing felt to allow
rain water to run off. See Diagram on the right.
